“I've never seen anything like
it,” said Inge, who repeatedly stated
that as a catcher, he’d never actually
that from his position behind home
plate, he’d ever consider himself as
capable of catching a ball that would
ultimately leave the park as a
homerun. “Something needs to be

done about this place.” Ordonez,
who still seem mystified by the
event several hours after the game
said “the ball hit my cap, man.”

MLB Commissioner Bud
Selig is a man who prides himself
on taking care of what is good for
the game, “protecting the integrity
of our sport” he is often quoted as
saying. The New Yankee Stadium
saw 237 regular season home runs
in 81 games, an obscene amount
even to the most homerun hungry
baseball fan. Selig, “It’s insulting to
the purists who still love our sport.
That park turns our game into
something similar to a pinball
machine— plus, we are running out
of baseballs, it’s a tough economy.”
Perhaps a Bronx cabbie named Joe
Marturano put it best when asked
what he thought about the new
stadium. “Just too many damn
homeruns brah.”

Indeed. Too many damn
homeruns. So this leads us back to
what MLB wants to do about this
problem that is apparently even
causing the cab drivers in the Bronx
to have sleepless nights. And that
is by making the short right-field
perch an automatic double when
balls go over it’s short right-field
wall. It comes down to a vote
amongst all the MLB teams at
10am, Wednesday, May 5". An
informal poll taken with all the
teams indicated it’s not even going
to be a close vote. A homerun to
right field will now be a double at
the ballpark in the Bronx.
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
